Slips, trips and falls can cause serious injury or death, not to mention financial, physical and 
emotional costs to the injured worker & their family along with significant legal & financial 
costs to a business. 

Identifying hazards within the work place will go a long way in preventing and hence          
reducing the potential for a serious injury (Risk Management policy Q-200). 

So a simple risk reduction exercise (Risk Assessment procedure P-320) would be to check 
your work place (be it a road vehicle, forklift truck, warehousing site, office etc) for potential 
hazards or unsafe work practices (Risk Assessment Task & Activity form F-330). If           
significant, report them to your supervisor and/or raise them as an OH&S item at your next 
Monthly Toolbox Meeting (Meeting Minutes Form F-210). 

The simplest way to reduce a risk is by eliminating the hazard. If it is not possible to        
eliminate the hazard then you isolate the hazard and then adopt suitable preventative       
controls to reduce the risk (referred to as the likelihood and consequence) and this can be    
referenced via the QMS on our Intranet as our Risk Matrix Tool T-210. 

 

Remember if it is not safe to do something then do not do it! 

⇒ Assess the Risk 

⇒ Eliminate the risk by eliminating the hazard 

⇒ Reduce the Risk with preventative controls.
